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Proposed Objectives:

1. Generate data by race, sex, offense and outcome (i.e. suspension, expulsion, law enforcement referral, etc.) resulting from enforcement of Zero Tolerance policies.

2. Identify impediments to school retention and success for youth of color (ex. reading skills, truancy, cultural and socialization issues, etc); Recommend conditions and/or resources necessary to address these issues.

3. Develop Model Guidelines for the effective handling of minority juveniles with mental health or behavioral disabilities, as an alternative to law enforcement referral; Incorporate community and parent education and participation as a component of these Guidelines.
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
