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Research Statement

My research field is econometric theory. About 75% of my past work has been on inference in partially identified models, including constructing confidence sets for partially identified parameters and specification testing. Another 25% of my past work has been on model selection tests. I design statistical tests that select the best fitting model out of competing models. Depending on the type of models compared, different challenges, and opportunities, arise. I have worked on parametric models, moment inequality models as well as semi-/non-parametric models so far.

A unifying theme of my two strands of research is the uniform validity of the tests (over a reasonable set of data generating processes). In both types of problems, there are challenges for obtaining uniformly valid inference, and I explore different techniques to solve the problems. 

Even though my specialty is in econometric theory, I have coauthored a couple of empirical studies, both loosely belong to the industrial organization field.
